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JUNIOR BLACK BELT 

STAR GRADING 
 

 All 1st Dan black belts who are under 16 years of age may opt to take part in the 
TAGB Junior Black Belt Star Grading programme.  Details are as follows: 
1.  After one year as 1st Dan take 1 star grading.  Cost £25.00 
2.   After two years as 1st Dan take 2 star grading.  Cost £25.00 
3.  After three years as 1st Dan take 3 star grading. Cost £25.00 
4.  After four years as 1st Dan take normal 2nd Dan grading.   

 Cost will be balance of normal 2nd Dan grading fee 
 

Existing Black Belts who have held a 1st degree for at least two years may take the  
1 and 2 star gradings simultaneously and those who have held a 1st degree black belt 
for at least three years can take the 1, 2 and 3 star gradings simultaneously. 
 

 Payments for these combined star gradings must be equal to that when taken 
separately, e.g. 1 and 2 star pay £50, 1, 2 and 3 star pay £75. 
 

The cost of the 2nd Dan grading will always be the normal fee less the amounts  
already paid for star gradings. 
 

Proof of participation in the Junior Black Belt Star Grading programme must be 
sent in with the applicants 2nd Dan grading application. 
  
 NOTE: 
 

When the Junior Black Belt Star Grading programme is introduced for the first 
time there will be many students who will be eligible to enter the system at every 
level. 
 

Instructors should use their discretion when selecting which point of entry is used, 
remembering that the development and well being of the student is far more  
important than the number of stars. 
 

Area Co-ordinators should apply for Junior Black Belt Star Grading certificates 
from the Bristol Academy after each Black Belt grading.
